SVSU Faculty-led Undergraduate Research Scholar

What is this opportunity for? 
This grant will provide faculty the opportunity to mentor undergraduate students in effective research strategies while continuing to pursue their own line of research.  Funds are available for the following: 

· student salary up to $1,000 per semester per student during the academic year and salary up to $2,500 per student during the Spring and Summer terms. Students may be hired for one semester or multiple semesters for a maximum of one year. 
· supplies
 up to $500 per student to conduct research that extends the faculty member’s work.  However, if you are submitting a proposal for more than one semester you can request up to an additional $500 in supplies per student position with strong justification and rationale.  Supplies should be necessary to increase capacity of the existing project to include students, not fund the research project.  
Faculty may request 1, 2, or 3 students in the proposal.  The faculty member may work with the students on one project, two projects, or on three separate projects.  Each faculty is maximized at 3 students per semester.
If faculty request funding for students during the Spring and Summer terms, the faculty member may request supplemental pay to supervise the student(s).  Faculty are eligible for a maximum of one $1,000 (inclusive of applicable wages & benefits) stipend during the Spring/Summer term.  Note: Faculty are limited to one stipend per Spring/Summer term, even if multiple applications are submitted.
Who is eligible? 
Proposals are accepted from full-time faculty members on continuing appointment.  Endowed Professors are ineligible to apply.  Faculty who have been awarded three faculty-led grants in the last five years are ineligible unless they have applied for external funding through Sponsored Programs.  
Due date:  By 4:30 pm on October 31 and March 15 yearly or next business day if the due date falls on the weekend.
How can I apply?

Prepare your proposal containing the following components.  
NARRATIVE - limited to 2,500 words

1. Key Information: Please provide your project title, your name, and your discipline of study.
2. Abstract (300 words maximum; to be used for press releases and summary reports): Provide a description of the research goal(s), student researcher tasks, and anticipated project/student outcomes to be achieved in layperson’s terms.
3. Method for recruiting student(s): Include a description of the methods you will use to recruit students.

4. Brief Project Description: Please provide a brief summary of your faculty-led research project.  Include a general outline of the research methods (in layperson’s terms), significance of the project, and the project goals and/or objectives.  If this proposal is similar to a previously funded UGRP proposal, describe prior project outcomes and how this project differs from or extends previous work.  If other grant funding (awarded or pending) supports this grant, please indicate that here.
5. Student Learning Goals and/or Objectives: Describe the learning goals and/or objectives for the student(s) engaged in this project.
6. Student Tasks:  Describe the activities the student(s) will be completing during the course of the project as a part of your team.  Explain the value and importance of these activities for completing the research, accomplishing student learning goals/objectives, and building student knowledge of the discipline and skills as a researcher.   If more than one student is requested, provide rationale and an explanation of how you envision collaboration and/or division of tasks among students. 
7. Timeline:  Include a detailed timeline for the proposed project with the milestones that student(s) must complete.
8. Mentorship: Describe the methods to be used in mentorship of student(s).  Methods should be appropriate to demonstrate milestones are met and progress is being made toward meeting student learning goals/objectives.  
9. Evaluation: Describe the methods to be used in evaluation of student(s). Include contingency plans and ideas for how you plan to support your students through challenges and successes.  Process and outcome evaluation methods should be included.  

You will be asked to agree with the following statements in the online application
· I understand that, if funded, I will be required to help, assist, and oversee the students as they present about this project at the Undergraduate Research Program Symposium.  
· I understand that my application may be used as an exemplar for future applicants, and all identifying information will be removed.
BUDGET

· Faculty Salary: If the project is carried out over Spring and Summer terms, faculty may include supplemental pay, up to $1,000 (inclusive of applicable wages & benefits).  Note: Faculty are limited to one stipend per Spring/Summer term, even if multiple applications are submitted.
· Student Salary:  Include a request for funds for student salary up to $1,000/semester during the academic year and/or $2,500 if working Spring/Summer semesters.  Students are paid the SVSU minimum wage, currently $10.65.
· Number of students:  Indicate the number of students (up to 3) you are requesting.  Important note:  Present a project that is scalable as funds are limited.
· Supplies:  Submit a budget for up to $500 per student for project supplies and explain how/why these supplies are necessary when including student(s) to carry out your project.  However, if you are submitting a proposal for more than one semester, you can request up to an additional $500 in supplies per student position with strong justification and rationale. If requested, contingency funds are restricted to no more than 10% of the total supply budget.
· Other Funding:  Describe if and how other funds support this project.

Undergraduate Student Eligibility: students must be enrolled in 6 credits during the academic semester (6 or more credits Fall semester/ 6 or more credits Winter semester).  Students may not work more than a rolling average of 20 hr/wk of combined University employment and student work on the project.
CURRICULUM VITA (two-page limit)

Attach a two-page curriculum vita that includes your professional experience detailing job experience, research, publications, grants, activities, honors, awards, and committees that are relevant to the project proposed. 

PREVIOUS FUNDING SUPPORT & PROGRESS REPORTS

The purpose of this section is to demonstrate that as a researcher you 1) complete your work and 2) are making progress on your research.  Include the following sections, as appropriate.

· Prior Internal Funding Support:  Include a list of internal grants received from SVSU or prior employers that pertain to this line of research.  If previous Faculty-led Research Grants have been awarded that support this research, attach the final project report per award received.  

· Prior External Funding Support:  List all externally funded grants received from federal, state, industry, foundation, or other sources relevant to the project proposed.
FINAL REPORT is to be submitted on the SVSU Internal Grant System:  http://svsu.infoready4.com/
If funded, the final report will be due 30 days following the project end date containing the following components:
1. Faculty Report – limited to 1,000 words

· Describe progress made in completing the research project.
· Describe progress made in helping student(s) meet the proposed learning outcomes
· Include final budget expenditures and other sources of revenue used to support this project, if applicable.
· Did your project involve community engagement? If yes, please answer the following questions:

1. Name of community partnership (if applicable)

2. Location where research was conducted

3. Number of students working on project

4. Number of hours students worked on project
2. Student Report – limited to 2,000 words

· Describe the knowledge gained by completing this project.
· Describe how you feel about your experience working on this project.
· Did you have an opportunity to present your research? If so, provide the title of the presentation, venue (e.g., name of conference), and location.
· What are your future career goals? Did this project have an impact on these goals? If so, describe how this project may have an impact on you in the future.
· What advice to you have to students considering getting involved in research projects?
