➤ Bring your Student ID to check-in at the west fieldhouse entrance of the
Ryder Center. From Lot E, follow the sidewalk against the fieldhouse until it

ends

 ➤ A cap and gown are required to participate in the ceremony. Go to the
SVSU bookstore to pick yours up if you have not done so

 ➤ If you are receiving a graduate degree, your tassel is worn on the left
and after the ceremony is moved to the right

 ➤ Guests MUST have a ticket to enter

 ➤ Guests that cannot attend the ceremony can watch the live stream
online at svsu.edu/graduate/commencementceremony and scroll to the

bottom for the video

 ➤ You will be receiving your diploma cover. Your official diploma will be
mailed to you in the spring after a final degree audit has taken place
